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 Advanced Studio in Ceramics:  
Mrs. Tremblay 2019-2020
Course Description: Students will extend the study of the visual arts through a ceramic medium using advanced pottery skills. In doing so, students will expand their artistic skills analytically, conceptually, and technically and will further develop their visual arts vocabulary. Students will be using hand-building and throwing techniques, and/or a combination of these methods to produce more advanced and personalized works in clay. Students will expand further on their ability to create ceramic works as both functional pieces and as aesthetic sculptural forms. The material learned in the Studio In Ceramics should be applied to all works in regards to the elements and principles of design and introductory pottery skills.

Grading:

1. Quarter Grade: each quarter is worth 20% of final average
· Ceramic Projects 50%:  based on the following:

· Graphic Organizer 30%:  A neatly organized binder to keep assignments, information, notes, and sketches in.
· Class Participation and behavior 20%:  You are expected to participate everyday through class discussions, creating projects, and learning new information.  You WILL respect school equipment, clean-up procedures, and your peers. 
2. Final Digital Portfolio:  A Final Digital Portfolio will be due in June and will be worth 20% of your final average.  Throughout the school year we will photograph your final pieces and create an Adobe Spark Portfolio Page.  You will also write an artist statement reflecting on the course. More to come throughout the school year.

· Arrive to class on time and be prepared.

· Due Dates:  Each assignment will be given a due date.  These must be completed on time.   All late work due to no class participation, excessive absences, or multiple excuses will result in a failing grade.
