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AdvancedDigital Photography:  Mrs. Tremblay 2019-2020
Course Description: Advanced Digital Photography is a full year course.  Mature students will individually continue to explore and create photography concentrating on themes, photographers, photojournalism and self-expressionism. Digital Photography is a prerequisite.  Please understand that this is an advanced art class and is to be taken seriously.  
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Supplies Needed:




    EVERYDAY

· Digital SLR camera with an 8 mega-pixel minimum with a memory card and fully charged battery.
· USB cable or card reader.
· Writing utensil





· A binder/folder to keep assignments organized.
Grading:

1. Quarter Grade:  each quarter is worth 20% of final average
· Projects 50%:  based on the following:

· Use of the Elements of Art and Principles of Design; Photographic Composition Techniques; Understanding of New Concepts
· Creativity, Expression, and Originality…. NO PLAGIARISM!
· Classroom Ethics (Use of School Equipment) and Effort (MEET DEADLINES)

· Craftsmanship and Organization (mounting final images and computer organization).
· Photoshop Projects 30%: In class computer projects.
· Written Work/Assessment/Critiques 10%:  There will be research assignments; oral and written critiques; and quizzes.
· Class Participation/Organization 10%:  You are expected to participate everyday by class discussions, taking photographs, written assignments, and/or computer work relating to digital photography class.
2. Final Portfolio:  A Final Digital Portfolio will be due in June and will be worth 20% of your final average.  Specific assignments throughout the school year will be put in the digital portfolios.  More to come throughout the school year.
Things to Know:

· Arrive to class on time and be prepared.

· Google Classroom:  We will use Google Classroom for assignments and due projects.  You will also NEED to communicate with me through your school email.
· Due Dates:  Each assignment will be given a due date.  These must be completed and shared on Google Classroom, in the correct folders, properly edited/enhanced, and with a title.   All late work due to no class participation, excessive absences, or multiple excuses will result in a failing grade.  Students will need to finish late projects on their own time (homework, study hall, after school, etc.).
· School rules apply in the art room and computer room. There are cameras installed throughout the room. Any vandalism to the computers or classroom will result in school and possibly legal action.

· Computer time MUST be spent working on photography assignments.  The internet and phones will not be used for personal use.  
Failure to follow this rule will result as follows:     
             1st Consequence:   Warning


2nd Consequence:  Phone call home/Email and seat change.

3rd Consequence:   Meeting with Parent, student, teacher, and Guidance Counselor.


4th Consequence:  Principal meeting with request to drop course.

· Homework:  In order to do well in this class it is imperative that you take your camera home to take pictures for assignments.  

· Plagiarism is the process of copying another person's idea or written work and claiming it as your own original work.  It is unacceptable for you to claim another photographer’s photograph as your own.  A meeting with your parents, teacher, guidance counselor, principal, and superintendent will take place to discuss consequences.
