Course Description: Studio Art is a full year course that introduces students to a variety of media.  Students will explore many diverse art techniques and approaches as ways of communicating their ideas.

Grading:

1. Quarter Grade:  each quarter is worth 20% of your final average
· Projects 60%:  based on the following:

· Understanding of Content

· Use of the Elements of Art and Principles of Design

· Creativity, Expression, and Originality

· Classroom Ethics and Effort (meet deadlines)

· Craftsmanship (use of medium and neatness).
· Class Participation and Behavior 10%: You are expected to participate everyday through class discussions, sketchbook assignments, written assignments, and/or working on art projects while being on your best behavior.
· Sketchbooks/Written Work/Critiques/Assessment 30%
2. Midterm: 5% of final average.  Ten question multiple-choice test.

3. Final Project:  A Final project will be given in May and will be worth 15% of your final average.  It will tie in the Elements and Principles of Art.
Things to Know:

· Arrive to class on time and be prepared.

· Each project will have a due date.  All late work, due to no class participation and excessive absences, can result in a failing grade.  Students will need to finish late projects on their own time (homework, study hall, after school, etc.).  
· If you have an excused absence(s) you will be allowed to stay after, or come in during free time, to complete your project.  Any unexcused absences, causing projects to be incomplete, will result in a low grade.

· Only water is allowed in the classroom and is your responsibility.  If it spills and gets on your classmates projects it is your responsibility to make it better.
· Class time MUST be spent working on Studio Art assignments, not for personal use.  PHONES OR TECHNICAL DEVICES are to be used with teacher consent!!!
